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[image: image4.emf]The rare Charitable Research Reserve has partnered with Cambridge & North Dumfries Community Foundation, Ages Foundation Fund to financially assist students in pursuit of higher education as they tackle important environmental issues. The Research Fellowship & Bursaries will allow students to study in a relatively undisturbed, yet highly accessible site in Waterloo Region.  The monetary awards will help ensure successful candidates have the necessary resources to conduct and report on their research at rare.  It will also allow the student to give an oral presentation at a conference in their discipline. Four recipients will be selected and awarded amounts of: $4,000, $2,000 and two $1,000 awards. 
Eligibility:

· Canadian or International graduate student who will conduct field research on the rare Charitable Research Reserve property between May 2017 and April 2018.

· Research is environment focused, and takes a landscape-scale approach to this year’s theme:
BIODIVERSITY AND HUMAN WELLBEING
Biodiversity includes genetic, species and ecosystem diversity. Simply put, rare is more than an impressive collection of plants and animals. We significantly contribute to preserving local genetic diversity of species, and cover a range of ecosystems including forests, cold water streams, and tall grass prairie. Research opportunities exist to examine the multifaceted relation between humans and biodiversity. Most obviously, biodiversity provides us with numerous resources we rely upon, but it also has many social benefits, such as cultural and recreational values.

Applications Details:

1. Applications can be submitted until 5:00 pm on Monday, April 23rd, 2018.

2. The successful applicant will be notified by May 16th, 2018.  The bulk of the prize will be awarded shortly thereafter while the small remainder ($500, $300, or $200 depending on the quantity received) will be awarded in May 2019, upon successful completion of the requirements of the scholarship (including the final report and conference presentation).

3. The recipient will retain all intellectual property rights.

4. The research will be required to go through the normal rare Research Application approval process.
5. IMPORTANT NOTE: please submit your application at least four weeks before your anticipated start date. This way  your application for research can be approved prior to the review of the scholarship committee if necessary to ensure you can begin your research right away.

Scholarship applications will be reviewed by the rare Scholarship Committee. Once selected, the recipient’s application must also be reviewed by the rare Research Advisory and Environmental Advisory Committees, which can take up to four weeks. Please submit your research proposal to the Program Scientist at least four weeks in advance of the anticipated start date to allow sufficient time for review by our advisory teams. Checking ‘Yes’ above will initiate the research approval process immediately.
Completion of a research proposal is a requirement for all scientific research and monitoring initiatives involving fieldwork.
